MARSHALL FIREFIGHTERS AMBULANCE

Given by W. Cornell, staff wages will be discussed at the next meeting.  They want to start a Scholarship program for Paramedics that are employeed by the MFFAA.  The money for the scholarship program will come from a slight increase in income last year.  There were 6 calls in January and 5 in February.  

ZONING ADMINISTRATORS REPORT

Given by  D. Malloch,  we have received a check from Bidwell Construction for the Reagle property re-build.  The Chapman property has been permitted.

CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER REPORT

Given by D. Malloch,  he has talked to MTA about some forms to use that may work for our two problem residents.  ZA Malloch saw Mr. Butler working on the clean-up of his property but it is very very slow progress.  We will give him until June 30 to clean-up the property. The police were at Mr. Hullings again.  ZA Malloch will make contact with him again to see if he can get him some help from the VA.  

PLANNING COMMISSION

Given by M. Frohm,  they met and they will start researching Tiny Houses. 

LIBRARY REPORT 

Given by M. Frohm,  tech-time is still a huge program but they are now working on a policy for this as some people are taking it for granted at times.  The budget is on target and the millage renewal will be on the ballot in August.  

CITIZENS COMMENTS

Bill Haeske shared that a lot of trees were marked on 18 ½ Mile Road south of B Drive South to be cut down.

COMMUNICATIONS

Clerk Hinkley shared about the Senior Fair coming up and then she also shared a thank you letter she received from Rep. Matt Hall, after she and Treasurer Baylis went to Legislative Day in Lansing.

OLD BUSINESS

We had a meeting for Recreational Marijuana establishments prior to this regular meeting.  There was no public comment for or against it.  Clerk Hinkley will type up the resolution and she will give it to the board members to review and discuss and possibly vote on in May.

Roads, those on the board that can will meet with Road Dept. on April 4th at 1 p.m. to discuss which roads we will be doing. 

Board of Review they had 10 people come in and 20 petitions. We have 3 veteran exemptions.  They ended up doing about 4 or 5 adjustments.
