CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER REPORT

Given by B. Rapp for D. Malloch, the Mull property clean-up is underway.  The Butler property clean-up should be complete in about 2 months.  J. Huling on D Drive S. has started to clean-up his property and there has been discussion with K. Green from the CC Public Health Dept. to see what options there might be to help Mr. Huling.  B. Percival on 20 Mile Road continues to clean-up his vehicles parked in  his yard.  E. Stewart on B Drive S. stated again that he is going to apply for a variance but this has been ongoing for over a year that he has stated this.  The board decided that we should have Dave give him a Civil Infraction as he hasn't complied with anything in over a year. Supervisor Rapp will talk to D. Malloch.

COMMUNICATIONS

Clerk Hinkley shared the MSU Extension Citizen Planner classes that are coming up for Zoning Board and Planning Commission. The Decker Agency let us know other insurance options that are available if we were a township that provided health insurance etc.  

OLD BUSINESS

CRT Inc., Treasurer Baylis and Clerk Hinkley will be meeting with Chris Brown from CRT, Inc to talk about the possibility of the township hiring this firm to take care of our IT needs for the township.  

NEW BUSINESS

FOIA from the United Impact Group, LLC has asked for copies of all the 2016 General Election ballots plus other items listed in the FOIA request.  Clerk Hinkley would like to contact the township attorney to see how to proceed with this request.  It looks like this request has been sent pretty much state wide to all of the city and township clerks.  

Supervisor Rapp shared that he receive a phone call about a Cuban family  that has moved here by way of Florida, living on H Drive South in the camper that has been connected to a previous marijuana grow operation on the property.  There is not any running water or septic on this property.  They cannot permanently live on the property in the camper.  The owner of this property has been told this before.  And because there is not a  “home” on this property they cannot have a grow operation as a Home Occupation under our ordinance.  Plus since we are not “opting in” for the Medical Marijuana grow operations they cannot start up another grow operation.    Supervisor Rapp will have D. Malloch send the land owner a letter letting them know the above issue and possibly contact the health department as well.
