HOMER AREA FIRE  AUTHORITY REPORT

Given by Supervisor Rapp, we elected new officers for 2019.  Trustee Cornell shared that the Homer paper stated that the Homer Fire Authority  would be refunding some money back to the townships.  Supervisor Rapp stated that each entity would be getting a credit on their bill from extra money they had left over from budget savings over the last several years.

MARENGO FIRE DEPARTMENT

Given by Chief A. Blight, there was one mutual aid with Fredonia Township fire and Eckford had 4 runs total for last month.

MARSHALL FIREFIGHTERS AMBULANCE

Given by W. Cornell, there will be a meeting coming up this Thursday.

ZONING ADMINISTRATORS REPORT

Given by  D. Malloch,  Chad Bidwell will be getting us a permit for the Reagle's house on D Drive South to rebuild their home from their fire last fall.  Dave will contact Mr. Malinowski to get a permit for a barn it looks like he has started to build.  He will also be tracking down a few electrical permits.  

CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER REPORT

Given by D. Malloch,  he has reviewed the files and needs a different type of form that we do not seem to have to serve to our two residents that have violations that we are trying to get into compliance.   

PLANNING COMMISSION

Given by M. Frohm,  there was no meeting this month. They will meet again on March 11th and then they will join the township board on the 18th  of March for our Recreational Marijuana Facilities hearing.  

LIBRARY REPORT 

Given by M. Frohm,  the book sale was a good success.  The money raised from the book sale pays for programming for all ages.  There will be a Native American program tomorrow night and Friday Crafty Friday's.  

CITIZENS COMMENTS

Prosecutor Gilbert shared that the Indigent Court has 4 or 5 good candidates that they are looking at to work for this new court.  The Michigan Family Support Council named Dana Porter, Attorney of the Year. As well as Atty. Karen Polowski and Deputy Mike Vanderbilt were given the US Human Society Achievement Award for saving many dogs that were in an alleged dog fighting ring.  

COMMUNICATIONS

Clerk Hinkley shared about the MAEDA Economic Outlook breakfast.  The Calhoun County Recycling changes.  We received an updated Master Plan from the Village of Homer.  The Clerk is forwarding it to the Planning Commission. 

OLD BUSINESS

We will have an open meeting along with the Planning Commission on March 18th at 7 p.m. before our regular board meeting.

Roads for 2019, Treasurer Baylis shared that the bids are very high this year.  They want us to pay for the tree trimming on the roads we want to have done.  It looks like we may have to do 23 Mile from B Drive S. to Division Drive chip and sealed.  And 18 ½ Mile Road from B Drive South to the Township line.

NEW BUSINESS

The Audit report has been received by the board and there were no questions or concerns with it.

Marengo Township Fire contract  was read by Supervisor Rapp,  They have asked for an increase in the services costs and $6000 for the truck funds.  Treasurer Baylis made a motion to pay Marengo Township for services $11,900 and $3500 for the truck funds for our 2019-2020 contract year.  Trustee Lawrence seconded the motion.  CARRIED

Board of Review will be March 13th from 9-4 and March 14th from 2-9.  The organizational meeting will be March 5th.
