CLERK MINUTES

A copy of the minutes have been sent to the board by Clerk Hinkley.  A motion was made by Trustee Cornell to approve the minutes of the August 20, 2018 Regular Minutes. Treasurer Baylis seconded the motion.   CARRIED

Trustee Cornell made a motion to approve the financial report and pay the bills.  Clerk Hinkley seconded the motion.  CARRIED 

HOMER AREA FIRE  AUTHORITY REPORT

Given by Supervisor Rapp,  the General Fund was $110,571.95 and the Truck Fund was $35,748.43.  The Village of Homer gave each entity a copy of a new lease agreement for each board entity to approve.  The Village of Homer had an audit of the fire department.  We need to look into doing our own audit now that it is an authority.   They are accepting bids for the old tanker truck to sell it.  Eckford had no runs for this last month.

MARENGO FIRE DEPARTMENT

A. Blight had nothing to share this month.

MARSHALL FIREFIGHTERS AMBULANCE

Given by W. Cornell,  they will go over the audit report.  They will be discussing the chassis remount.  There were 3 runs for July and August.  They have told Tekonsha Township that they will give them $70,000 if their millage request for a new fire department building passes as they house one of the ambulances there all of the time.

ZONING ADMINISTRATORS REPORT

Given by  D. Malloch, there was 1 building permit for one of the Freed's property over at Stuart Lake as a tree fell on a house roof.

CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER REPORT

Given by D. Malloch, there are three main properties that he is focusing on, the Mull's fire damaged property and they are rapping wrapping up their clean-up.  Butler property is making slow progress in their clean-up.  And the Hulling property on D Drive South he has mowed and trimmed the bushes.  Dave has tried to contact him about getting him more help but so far he has not been able to reach him.  Supervisor Rapp, Dave and the CC Health Dept. did meet to discuss options to help Mr. Hulling but there has not been a conclusion at this point without Mr. Hulling being willing to help himself.  The Eric Stewart property on D Drive South with the horses in the front yard he has had over a year to comply with our ordinace or file for a variance and neither has happened so Dave will send a letter to him that he has 30 days to comply.

PLANNING COMMISSION

Given by M. Frohm,  they have reviewed the Medical Marijuana Ordinance from the attorney and they will have a open meeting Public Hearing about it on October 8, 2018 at 6:30.  They inspected the Kiessling Gravel pit and they are still in full operation at this time.

LIBRARY REPORT 

Given by M. Frohm,  John Bellairs walk is completely sold out.  They will be having a seed swap, craft Friday's and how to stay safe online classes coming up.  The snacks, supplies etc that are giving to the kids for different events are all donated funds and does not come from library tax money.

CITIZENS COMMENTS

Tracie Tomak who is running for 10th District Judge shared why she would make a good judge for Calhoun County.  She also answered several questions from board members.  

Supervisor Rapp shared that they will be having a Fall Color Tour Festival on October 28, 2018 from 11-5.  Everyone is invited.  The funds collected will be a donation to several different buildings at the fair grounds.

COMMUNICATIONS

Clerk Hinkley shared that she has received the check for the FOIA request she received in August.  Once it clears the bank she will begin the process of making the copies requested.

OLD BUSINESS

Supervisor Rapp will meet with a guy he knows to see about an antennae for the township to get better reception. He will share next month what he finds out.

CRT, Inc., We have received the contract from them for services to do our IT maintenance and work as needed.  They charge $125 an hour for any type of work.  We have received a invoice for NAS Backup Storage for the township in the sum of $1366.58.  Trustee Cornell made a motion to hire CRT, Inc. to do our IT work and Treasurer Baylis seconded the motion.  CARRIED

Treasurer Baylis made a motion to have CRT, Inc. go ahead with the NAS Backup Storage project for the township and Trustee Cornell seconded the motion.  CARRIED  

NEW BUSINESS

Homer Fire Dept. Building Lease agreement was given to the board to look at.  We will table it until the members meet at this months HAFA meeting to discuss this further on Tuesday, September 25, 2018.

The CCMTA meeting will be Wednesday, September 26, 2018 at the CC building in Marshall.
