CLERK MINUTES

HOMER AREA FIRE  AUTHORITY REPORT

Given by Supervisor Rapp,  they had a very short meeting.  Homer Village is not going to press the building insurance issue at this time.

MARENGO FIRE DEPARTMENT

Given by L. Blight,  there was one run for mutual aid with Fredonia Twp. for a house fire.  Their fundraiser raised about $1300.

MARSHALL FIREFIGHTERS AMBULANCE

Given by W. Cornell,  they have been discussing mutual aid responses.  They changed their phone carrier to a different one.  They are doing a remount on one of the ambulances engines.  They may make a profit for this last fiscal year.  There were 4 runs in May and 10 runs in June.  

ZONING ADMINISTRATORS REPORT

Given by D. Malloch,  there was a permit given for a deck on 23 Mile Road and a pool on 22 Mile Road.  There will be a permit for another pool application that was just applied for.  

CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER REPORT

Given by D. Malloch,  progress is being made on many of the complaints.  The blighted house on D Drive South has become the attention of the Calhoun County Health Dept.  They have sent the township a letter about the possibility of condemning the house for no running water and the need of a new sewer system.  The Mull's asked for an extension in cleaning up their burned property until August 15, 2018.  The Butler's are supposed to be hearing from the insurance company by the 13th of August as they are waiting on the insurance company so they can have money to pay for the clean-up from their burned house.  Dave will follow-up to make sure progress is continuing on both of them.  The property on B Drive South with the horses in the front yard is still an ongoing issue.  The board wants a letter sent to him asking him to comply with our zoning ordinance within 30 days. He keeps stating that he is going to apply for a variance for the horses but he hasn't.  He also has some blight issues to take care of as well.    

PLANNING COMMISSION

Given by M. Frohm,  they are all caught up right now.  So they will go over the ordinance booklet and see if any updates are needed.  Treasurer Baylis asked if meeting every other month is good and M. Frohm said,  yes.  

LIBRARY REPORT 

Given by M. Frohm,  they had 825 people sign up for the summer reading program.  There will be a grand prize that someone will be winning who has read the number of books required.  They are starting to work on the budget for the next fiscal year.  They will also be doing another John Bellairs walk this year as it was so successful last year.  The library has over 100 magazines that they subscribe to so please come check them out.  

CITIZENS COMMENTS

Tommy Miller shared that he is running for County Commissioner for the 6th District against Vic Potter.  He has worked for the Calhoun County Road Department for 18 years and he is a lifetime farmer.  He asks us to please vote on August 7, 2018 in the Primary election.   

COMMUNICATIONS

Clerk Hinkley shared some of the Senior Services literature she received about some upcoming events and services available for seniors in Calhoun County.

OLD BUSINESS

Solar Farm Ordinance Resolution 2018-4, Treasurer Baylis made a motion to approve the Solar Farm Ordinance as approved by the board and after no objections in the previous open meeting hearing held on July 16, 2018.
